They tossed a coin on a Sunday 
morning after church. Albrecht Durer 
won the toss and went off to Nurem-
berg. Albert went down into the dan-
gerous mines and, for the next four 
years, financed his brother, whose 
work at the academy was almost an 
immediate sensation. Albrecht's 
etchings, his woodcuts, and his oils 
were far better than those of most of 
his professors, and by the time he 
graduated, he was beginning to earn 
considerable fees for his commis-
sioned works. 
 

When the young artist returned to his 
village, the Durer family held a fes-
tive dinner on their lawn to celebrate 
Albrecht's triumphant homecoming. 
After a long and memorable meal, 
punctuated with music and laughter, 
Albrecht rose from his honored posi-
tion at the head of the table to drink a 
toast to his beloved brother for the 
years of sacrifice that had enabled 
Albrecht to fulfill his ambition. His 
closing words were, "And now, Al-
bert, blessed brother of mine, now it 
is your turn. Now you can go to Nur-
emberg to pursue your dream, and I 
will take care of you." 
 

All heads turned in eager expectation 
to the far end of the table where Al-
bert sat, tears streaming down his 
pale face, shaking his lowered head 
from side to side while he sobbed 
and repeated, over and over, 
"No ...no ...no ...no." 
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
